What happens to our organization when my 
successor out-performs me? 
 
Imagine what our association would be like if 
national officers, regional officers, committee 
chairs and all entities adapt to out-perform their 
predecessors?  How will our chapters be different 
when successors out-perform their predecessors or 
even when officers out-perform themselves in the 
case of reelection? At the recent convention in 
Detroit, about 30 people registered for convention 
2008. How will our association be different when 
more than 300 hundred people register for 
convention ’08?  Out-performance is not a bad 
thing; it is healthy for our organization, it 
challenges us, it helps us achieve stretched goals, 
and it helps us optimize our talents and resources.  
 
Our focus of out-performance will be: 
 
1. Chapters Convention Assessment: A majority 
of our chapters have not been meeting the annual 
convention assessment of $1,500. Many attribute 
this to the lack of initial funds or capital. How can 
we out-perform from last year? We will challenge 
chapter leaders to develop a fundraising plan with 
projected revenue and expenditure.  National will 
then make available to each chapter through credit 
up to $1,000 of working capital for the program. 
The chapter will remit its working capital to 
National two weeks after the program. With a 
combination of strong and creative chapter 
leadership and prudent utilization of working 
capital, we expect the majority of chapters to meet 
or surpass the assessment. 
 

2. “Live With National” : This is a 
communication initiative to enhance interaction 
with chapters. A National officer will interface 
quarterly at chapter meetings via telephone to 
highlight national initiatives and participate in a 
telephone town hall meeting. 
 
3. Capital Campaign: Our fundraising strategic 
plan will motivate classes and chapters to raise 
funds for the organization in a competitive 
manner.  Our goal is to raise an ambitious, but 
needed $50,000 annually to fund programs and 
projects that will restore the pride of B.W. Harris 
Episcopal School. Such core projects include 
teachers’ salary and development plan of $17,000 
annually, modernized computer technology, 
renovate facilities and expand the scholarship 
program. To meet these bold objectives, we will 
ask every member to make an annual financial 
commitment to the association.  
 
4. Financial Reports: We enhance our 
fundraising potential and the confidence of our 
membership when reports are timely. We are fully 
committed to unparalleled accountability. One of 
the mandates of the membership is to receive 
financial reports before convention, allowing for a 
more intelligent discussion at convention. We are 
committed to meet this very important mandate. 
 
Out-performance will enhance our association, 
relegate the status quo and energize our 
membership. Hence, let’s embrace out-
performance and not dismiss or resist it.

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hallway with his famous double rattan in hands. It 
reminded me of my earlier childhood and my own 
father, a school principal himself, as he held his 
“rod of correction” in hand to straighten out, and 
reinforce discipline to his students for gross 
disobediences or infractions.

Kwaku Addy has just returned 
from a business trip to Ghana. 
Although exhausted, he stops by 
his office, retrieves his messages 
and returns a call for an 

interview with the Mighty Spartans. 
 

“Hard work and determination,” Addy said when 
asked what it’s taken to succeed at business.  
 
Throw in a dose of good timing and you’ve got the 
recipe behind success of Addy’s African Food 
Market in Crystal, Minn., a business riding the 
growth of Minnesota’s African-born community. 
Addy turned a $10,000 investment to buy a small 
corner grocery store nearly a decade ago into a 
business generating more than $1 million of 
annual revenues and with assets worth $2 million 
including the Pan African Mall that’s home to his 
food market and to several other businesses. 
 
Now after creating the new African Holding Co. 
for his ventures, Addy has bigger things in mind.  
He wants to open food markets in other U.S. cities 
such as Atlanta, expand to Liberia including by 
eventually building a mall there, and sell stock to 
investors to help fund those growth plans. 
 
“In the past, we couldn’t get anything out of 
Liberia because of the war,” said Addy, who plans 
a trip back home soon to explore business 
opportunities. “Now that Liberia’s coming back 
on its feet, we’re looking at partnering with some 
people to open a factory to produce food items.” 
Addy is hoping to take advantage of breaks on 
import duties and taxes on income available to 
businesses that set up operations at the Free Port 
of Monrovia, which is an industrial free zone. 
 
Going from engineer to businessman 
In high school, Addy recalls being a “quiet 
character that wasn’t outgoing.” “When I became 
national chairman, people were surprised – I came 
out of my shell,” he said about his previous stint 
leading the B.W. Harris Alumni Association-USA, 
which he helped to start in the early ’90s. 
 
Alex Z. Cummings, a classmate of Addy’s, isn’t 
surprised by Addy’s success today in business. 
“He wasn’t that outgoing, but when it came time 
to do things with the class–that unity of the class–

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he was always at the forefront to get things done,” 
Cummings recalled. “He’s a good planner. He 
would never just do something just at the spur of 
the moment–he always planned things.”  
 
After graduating in 1978 from the school he had 
attended since kindergarten, Addy came to the 
United States to attend college on a scholarship. 
He earned a degree in mechanical engineering 
from Texas A&M and spent 15 years at 
Minneapolis-based power company Xcel Energy 
Inc. and a predecessor before taking a merger-
related severance package and venturing out on 
his own. 
 
Addy’s foray into business came when Fatu 
Davies, a Liberian that owned a small general 
corner store near downtown Minneapolis, 
persistently asked him about his interest in buying 
her out. He bought it in 1989 for $10,000, using 
part of $15,000 borrowed from a credit union. 
 
Riding growth in Liberian community 
Late that same year, a civil war that would last for 
14 years broke out in Liberia, a development that 
led to a sharp increase in Minnesota’s Liberian 
community, which now numbers 25,000. 
 
Addy’s business grew with the community and 
from the arrival of other African immigrants. He 
made strategic moves such as relocating the store 
to Brooklyn Park in 1993 as many Liberians 
settled in that city minutes from Minneapolis. As a 
part-time DJ, Addy would take along flyers that 
promoted his store to past out at parties, football 
games and other events that he played. “They used 
to call me the flyer guy, saying: ‘This guy’s 
coming with his flyer again,’” he recalled. 
 
In January, Addy moved his store to Crystal after 
using a $1.2 million bank loan to purchase the 
13,500-square-foot building that now houses the 
Pan African Mall. He also owns Deli Afrique at 
the mall and leases space to businesses including a 
beauty salon, photo studio and clothing store. 

He just added a multicultural education center for 
recent immigrants to obtain services such as 
learning to read and write and a ballroom for 
functions such as wedding receptions and parties. 
Addy, whose workday starts at 7 a.m. and runs up 
to 11 p.m., sees the long hours and his travel to 
Ghana up to four-times a year to buy food supplies 
as all part of being an entrepreneur. “It’s been a 
challenge for me,” he said. “I’m not a  
perfectionist, but I like to see things done right.” 
 
Kwaku’s own words: 
 
On how business’ going: 
I’m blessed. It’s very excellent.” 
 
On growth plans: 
“Our focus is to expand the business from here to 
other states and then to end up in Liberia.”

The Internet and its technologies have changed the 
way organizations and businesses provide 
information about themselves to their 
stakeholders. In the past, multi-page manuals were 
given to stakeholders whenever they chose to 
familiarize themselves with their organization or 
business. Today, Web sites have replaced those 
multi-page manuals and almost every organization 
and business has an Internet presence through a 
Web site (a collection of Web pages) which 
provides information such as the organization’s 
goals, mission, vision, etc. to stakeholders.  
 
As an organization, B.W.Harris Alumni  
Association-USA has over the years, maintained   
Web presence through its Web site. This 
continued until August of 2007 when the 
Association lost its Web presence as a result of the 
expiration of services provided by its previous 
hosting company.  

 BWHAA-USA’s “new” Web site -
What’s special about it? 
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In an effort to revive the association’s Web site, 
Mr. Handel K.C. Diggs, national chairman of the 
association, decided that there was a need to 
purchase a new domain name, more storage space, 
and a total of 100 e-mail accounts for a period of 
five years. This initiative also led to the 
redesigning of the Web site, the addition of new 
features and more pages including pages for the 
B.W. Harris Episcopal High School in Monrovia. 
The current package puts the association’s Web 
site in a more stable condition since renewal of the 
contract with the hosting company will not be 
done until the expiration date which is five years 
from now. According to National Chairman 
Handel Diggs, this initiative was taken to prevent 
any disruption in the delivery of information to 
Spartans, friends, and business partners of the
